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Abstract

The influence of the development of a free society and globalization in the field of
education is to some extent manifested by the use of foreign words in the students’
written and verbal expressions. The presence of different points of view that widespread
use of foreign words may adversely affect the immunity of the Mongolian language
leading to its destruction or have a positive influence enriching its vocabulary is one of
the important issues of consideration. We have conducted the research on the use of
foreign words in the academic and informal situations of a total of 250 students of the
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Teacher’s School of the Mongolian National University of Education and the School of
Social Sciences of Ulaanbaatar Erdem University using questionnaires, interviews and
document analyses based on 20 indicators. The survey results show that 48% of students
use English words and expressions frequently, 54% speak mixing languages, 28% find
it inappropriate to use foreign words and expressions, 42% use communicative words in
their speech, 38% use foreign words spontaneously, and 46% use scientific words or
expressions in their writing. As the results of the study indicate that a great majority of
students use foreign words and expressions, we have come into conclusion that it is
necessary to support students' awareness and efforts in preserving and protecting the
purity of the native language, assist them in learning, using and developing the
Mongolian language in every learning activities of all the stages of the Education sector.
