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Abstract

Mongolians have long been based on their own unique national values, such as polity,
history, culture, and education. An example of the loss of the nation's value system in
legal documents is the issue of goals in education law. Since the purpose of the
education law is to determine the future development of the country, it is important to
compare the goals and values of the new law with the goals of the previous law to
determine the future development of the country. Therefore, in this study, the
provisions defining the goals of the Law on Education (2002), the Law on Elementary
and Secondary Education, and the General Law on Education, which was newly
approved in 2023 and is currently in force, and the Law on Preschool and General
Education were studied. Looking at the results of the comparative analysis of the
provisions defining the purpose of the above laws, the categories included in the
provisions of the law can be divided into two categories: values (roots) and
declarations and principles. In the context of policy studies, values are calculated
based on UNESCO's sustainable development education methodology. According to
the results of the comparative content analysis, the goals of the education laws
(2002/2023) should reflect the common values and declarations of humanity, and
there is a need to include national and fundamental values in the law.

Introduction

What kind of education is needed in the 21st century? What will be the purpose of
education in the context of today's rapidly changing society? These questions were
highlighted by Irina Bokova, former Director-General of UNESCO, in 2015
(UNESCO, 2015, p. 5). Bokova's inquiries emphasize the need to rethink the aims of
education and training for the entire human race.

To explore these questions, it is essential to understand the concept of purpose. We
cannot discuss the construction of a house without a general architectural plan-a vision
of what the house will look like, incorporating natural stone and wood. Similarly, a
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goal is a mental image of the future, designed with measurable outcomes and a defined
timeline (Ganzorig, Education Law Reform Discussion, May 23, 2021). In this sense,
a goal serves as a "picture” of the future.

If we look at the fulfillment of the goals of education in Mongolia over the last 20
years, the Law on Education (2002) states, "It is to develop a citizen with appropriate
mental, moral and physical capabilities, who respects humanism, and has the ability
to study, work and live independently." Why did the social efficiency of education
decrease when maturity and development were clearly taught? Academician N. Begz
(2017, p.308) states that the distortions, malfunctions, crimes and violations of the
people in our society today, the lack of accountability, the weak ability of experts to
perform their work, the results of educational activities are extremely insufficient, and
its products are social and indicates the inability to meet personal needs. He related
the reason to the main goal of education, which is the formation of a citizen.

Since the adoption of the education package, the education law has been amended 31
times: 14 times for primary and secondary education, 11 times for higher education,
6 times for pre-school education, and 3 times for vocational education. Researcher J.
Enkhtuvshin (2022, p.103-104) highlights a decline in Mongolia's socio-economic
development, competitiveness, and student academic achievement. According to the
2019 general entrance exam results, only 28-37% of tasks were completed in subjects
like Mongolian language, mathematics, and English, which had the largest number of
examinees. Furthermore, secondary education quality assessments showed that 63 out
of 100 students failed, and Mongolia ranked 61st out of 63 countries in global
competitiveness (2020).

As of 2020, the poverty rate in Mongolia stood at 27.3%, and the country ranked 70th
out of 149 in the global happiness index. These indicators reflect the outcomes of the
education system prior to the revision of the Education Law, illustrating the instability
of laws and regulations. This instability has contributed to educational, social, and
economic deterioration, ultimately stemming from an inability to clearly define the
goals of the education law.

In general, any activity in human consciousness begins with setting a goal. This
principle is interconnected through the implementation and evaluation of goals. A
sustainable response to the rapid technological advancements and changes will be an
educational system rooted in its own unique culture and values.

Specific studies comparing educational purposes and national values are rare.
Chuluntsetseg (2019, p.95) examined the tendency to preserve traditions and national
values in the educational reform process. Additionally, a measurement methodology
for studying the reflection of values in educational policy documents has been
developed and tested (Sukhbold et al., 2021, p.116).

Education that guides and advances social development is inherently based on values
(Eidle, 1993, p.662; Parra, 2013, p.11; Shobha et al., 2015, p.193). There is a need to
analyze the extent to which national values are reflected in the history curriculum of
elementary schools and to clearly express the unified values of the nation (Purev,
2021, p. 269). Education should promote and develop values, fostering individuals to
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become responsible, caring human beings who live by these principles (Halstead,
1996, p.16).
Many studies indirectly or directly explore values, such as the characteristics and
essence of the Mongolian nation, including patriotism, pride, independence, language,
culture, history, customs, spirituality, and mentality (Jugder, 1972, p.5-8;
Enkhtuvshin, 2014, p.115; Bayansan, 2002, p.12; Ménh-Erdene, 2018, p.108).
Given this context, we aim to evaluate the purpose of the education law implemented
from 2002 to 2023, and the formulation of values in the goals of the new law, using
UNESCO's sustainable development education methodology. The following
questions are raised:

1. Do the goals of the 21st-century education law need to incorporate national

values?

2. What is the difference between values and principles?

3. How is the purpose defined in the new law?

4. How will Mongolia determine its educational purpose in the future?

Correlation, role and importance of educational purpose and values:

It is considered that the connection between the purpose and values of education
emerges among them depending on the cultural characteristics of the country (IBE,
1980, p. 9), while the values are generally divided into the final goal and the means to
achieve the final purpose, ranking these values in order of importance and using them
as principles for life (Daniel et al., 2011, p. 47), and identifying the values with the
root meaning of the things that give value and the most important things are values-
based education. is the main problem (Sukhbold et al., 2021, p.4). The values,
knowledge, abilities, and attitudes of the Mongolian nation and the vital activities of
the Mongolian patriots from generation to generation are reflected in formal, informal,
continuous education and training programs at all levels, and are implemented in a
coherent, rational content and methodology, and the results are regularly evaluated. It
is especially important for children's national pride, upbringing, and creative
leadership (Purev, 2021, p. 269). It will be defined by "We worshiped liberalism and
lost our traditions” (Enkhtuvshin, 2022, p. 103), "Mongolia is losing its national
identity and becoming alienated, and is experiencing a shortage of its core values"
(Purev, 2021, p. 254). As a result of global influence and rapid social and economic
growth, as people's values became relative, traditional values lost their influence,
weakening the power to unite society, making it difficult for people to establish close
relationships with each other and connect with nature (Shinichi & Hiroshi, 2020,
p.85). Values are fundamental beliefs, behaviors and attitudes that have long been
recognized as good in society (Kulem et. al., 2021, p.1 of 23). The main purpose of
education is to develop this belief and attitude through education and training.

Researchers have highlighted the importance of population unity in values:

If the development of science and technology is prioritized over traditional values,
then a value disorder will arise, and there will be danger and problems if traditional
values are ignored, because tradition plays the same role in cultural development as
the genome plays in the evolution of species. Retention is difficult, but more important
than new acquisitions (Dojdikova, 1998, p. 37); The fact that values are the same for
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a country is the main driving force for the development of any country (B. Kherlen,
What’s values? interview, May 12, 2020); While developing and strengthening their
people, nations strive to unify their people in terms of values, opinions, and culture.
August 27, 2020); Well-chosen core values become guiding principles...Identifying
core values and then acting on them lays the foundation for developing transparency
and trust (Sigurdsson & Stavdal, 2020, p.363); A strong national identity not only
unites the nation, but also reduces corruption and injustice (Fukuyama, 2020, p.29);
The unified value system of the Mongolian nation is the national distinction and
identity of Mongolians, that is, the state, territory, population, lineage, history,
language, and culture that make us outwardly different from other countries and
nations, and internally make us homogenous, compact, monolithic and unified. , a set
of customs and other values (Thursday, 2021, p.268); Competing in the world is
dominated by the development and mastery of symbols and signal systems, multi-
faceted knowledge and abilities, but to stand out as a Mongolian is the multi-faceted
ability to express oneself based on national culture, native language, and folk wisdom
(Monkhjargal, 2021, p.5 ). At the global level, the development trend of educational
goals and principles is "from values to international agreements and declarations". For
example, we can mention a series of agreements, principles, declarations and
recommendations issued by UNESCO and International Organizations of Education.
All this is due to the fact that it has become difficult to accurately base the legal values
in policy documents in each country depending on the rapidly evolving and changing
social development. In education policy documents issued by UNESCO,
recommendations, principles and values to be followed in common are "Mutual
understanding, Peace, basic freedom, democracy, human rights..." (B. Sukhbold,
2021, p.5), equal opportunities, expressed lifelong learning, quality education, and
envisioning the future together. Reasons for adhering to the global approach of
humanity in education Academician N. Begz (2017, p.187) In the new global
environment created as a result of the development of human-made cultural
environment and open communication. In the future, the possibility of independent
existence of the nation is shrinking more and more. When our country incorporated
the above global values and principles into the general education law (2023), it was

translated into the legal goals of "quality education™, "equal opportunities”, "lifelong
learning"”, "morality", and "good behavior". It can be seen from some of the above-
mentioned theoretical approaches and definitions of academics that there is a need to
correctly define the content of the educational purpose, taking into account the
country's culture, fundamental values, and the global development approach, in order
to eliminate the frequent changes of such policy documents and to make them
effective. Summarizing all of this, it is a narrow conclusion that the level of social
development of a country depends on the fact that one part of the countries of the
world have defined the purpose of the education law by emphasizing their national
characteristics, culture, traditions and advantages, and the other part follows common
principles and recommendations and is adaptive. can be done. As mentioned earlier,
goals are implemented at the beginning (input), middle (process), and at the end
(output) of any activity. On the one hand, if the purpose of the education law is clear,
it is an opportunity and foundation for the sustainable development of the education
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sector. The education sector is a special sector that takes longer to see its results than
other sectors. From the above meaning, it can be concluded that to improve the results,
effectiveness, and quality of education and training, it is necessary to define the
purpose rationally, and to do so based on values or values, and the purpose must be
clear.

Scientist O.Purev (2023, p.268) national values are a set of spiritual and economic
values that have been created and developed during their historical evolution and
development. makes. Therefore, we have concluded that it is appropriate to combine
national roots values and common values of humanity to learn from everything that is

Research materials and methodology

The inclusion of values in the purpose of the education law was calculated based on
UNESCO's sustainable development education methodology (McKeown et al., 2002,
p. 100-124). It is a method of research and analysis of policy documents.

In 2017, the researcher of the Academy of Management B. Kherlen et al.'s scientists
conducted extensive research to determine the values of Mongolians today using
Schwartz's method (scientific, reliable, and general analysis). Given the reliability of
this study, we use the results here.

When measuring the extent to which the above values are reflected in the purpose of
the Mongolian Education Law, the General Education Law, and the Primary and
Secondary Education Law, the frequency with which they are reflected in the purpose
of the law was considered.

Results and Discussion

According to the results of the case study, Mongolia has not been able to properly
define its educational purpose even in terms of vocabulary and semantic content.
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Because by comparing the educational purpose of Mongolia with the educational
goals of neighboring countries, our country should rationalize its goals in terms of
values, and in order to bring them closer to life, it is not necessary to calculate the
principles, but to define them rationally in terms of composition. For example, there
is a need to popularize with verbs and symbols, to define the study of national values
in detail, and, as mentioned earlier, there is a need to aspire to follow the examples of
foreign countries.

The purpose of the Education Law, which has been regulating education relations
since 2002, and the purpose of the Elementary and Secondary Education Law, as well
as the purpose of the General Education Law from the newly approved laws in 2023,
and how national values are reflected in the purpose of the Preschool and General
Education Law, as well as the new, A comparative analysis of values is shown (table
4) in order to see the correlation and changes in the values of the old law.

As can be seen from the comparison (Table 3), for example, if the clause "morality"
is included in the goals of laws other than the law on primary and secondary education
(the contents of the first factor "concern for others" is reflected in one of the moral
characteristics), the second "authority and success" The "ability and capacity" in the
factor is reflected in the purpose of all these laws. Judging from the juxtaposition of
the provisions of the law on individual knowledge, abilities, and capabilities, it can be
concluded that there is a social need and requirement that emphasizes power and
success. Because ability, reputation, status, influence, and success are values aimed at
strengthening the position and foundation of an individual (Kherlen et al., 2017, p.
46), and these second-ranked values are emphasized in the purpose of the above laws.
However, from the theoretical definitions of the educational results mentioned in the
introduction, "responsibility", "social justice", and "equality" were the most lacking
in some of them (Law on Education, General Law on Education, Preschool and
Secondary School education law) is mentioned once, if the qualities of the Mongolian
people are not mentioned in the purpose of these laws, what is the reason behind them,
and what are the consequences for social behavior? It has been said before that the
level of social life in the past 20 years shows progress.

The most important factor for us is (3); health, social order, family harmony,
connectedness, mutual helpfulness, national security, cleanliness, social justice, and
universalism factor (4); Values such as Mongolian kindness, love for each other,
humaneness, human kindness, open-mindedness, inner peace, and self-sacrifice for
nature are not reflected in these provisions of the law. Several researchers (Kherlen,
2023, p. 1; Enkhtuvshin, 2022, p. 103) have said that the reason originates from the
law and legal provisions that are based on liberal concepts rather than fundamental
values. All of the above points to review and improve the purpose of the new law. In
summary, the goals of these laws are knowledge, intellectual ability, and honesty,
while responsibility, social justice, and equality are among the goals of some laws. In
general, there is a lack of national values.

In connection with this, we can see practical examples of the educational purpose of
other countries that are considered to be the leaders in their neighboring countries. For
example, if you look at the national values reflected in the goal of the education law
of the Republic of Korea, according to the ideology of "Hongik Ingan" that all citizens
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should develop their own character (KEDI, 2008, p. 28), national ideals derived from
their own legends have been included.

For Japan, researchers believe that ethics and responsibility are important based on
Bushido. "Educational policy is firmly based on traditional values" such as "Aiming
to achieve perfection in body and mind...", "... Building a peaceful Japan and a nation
that respects its society" (E. Chuluuntsetseg, 2019, p. 98), there is reason to believe
that he declared the state of "inner peace of mind" followed by the people of the East.
China's education law is based on "Mao Zedong's ideology", "building socialism with

Chinese characteristics"”, "inheriting the wonderful history and cultural traditions of
the Chinese nation™, "developing morally, intellectually and physically"”, " successors
to the cause of socialism and "cultivating builders". We all know that the countries
mentioned in the above example benefit from education and are at the top of human

development and economic indicators.

When comparing the goals of general education and education law, the values of
"morality” overlap, but the main motto of education is "humanity", compassion, and
the development of "physicality" (healthy), which is the most valuable human
resource.

If we look at the objectives of the education law of Mongolia in relation to this section
and look forward to the last 30 years, the new constitution of Mongolia (1992), the
education law revised in 1991, 1998, and 2002 include humanity and compassion in
the objectives of the education law, and the objectives of the education law of 2023
have omitted these values. According to the study of the values of Mongolians, it can
be concluded that caring for others is the first factor that is directly related to it.
However, the purpose of the new law is to include the term "good character" instead,
which does not represent humanity and compassion. It is more likely to be motivated
by the ideals of politicians than by the needs of the times. While the new draft law is
being discussed ("The word "to prepare citizens with good character" was removed,
why was this word removed? Quoted from the speech of MP Ts. Bayarsaikhan at the
meeting of the Standing Committee on Education, Culture, Science, and Sports on
June 29, 2021) It is determined that the resulting decision is the same. Because if
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humanity were to walk into any uncertain future, the first principle of education would
be humanity and compassion. In other words, humanity and compassion stand against
ethical and moral principles, violence, intolerance and discrimination (UNESCO,
2015, p. 12), the purpose of education is to integrate humanities, science and
technology, and to promote human development around the world. According to
Wilhelm VVon Humboldt, the concept of modern man, based on the concept of culture,
which takes into account the diversity and diversity of the concept of humanism,
education is all human power. stimulate the ability, thereby developing in the process
of conquering the world, leading to individuality and personality, is there humane
compassion in the education system? Or results oriented? From these two questions
emerges the true nature of a nation's educational decisions (Bernhard Nagel, 2017
from a speech). From these definitions, we can conclude that the shadow of education
is to be humane.

In Mongolian folklore, a healthy body is defined in such words as "a war hero swims
well in the sea" (Battulga, 2013, p. 9), "the most precious treasure is health, the next
is knowledge, and the last is wealth", "a healthy body conveys a healthy mind", "if
you go healthy, you will see the next annual national festival." D. Natsagdorj, the
founder of the new generation of Mongolian literature, once said,

"Happiness, happiness and happiness,

There are millions of happiness,

But there is one happiness among them,

The real happiness in having good health ...". From these words, it can be seen that a
healthy and peaceful life is not only a personal matter of a person, but also a matter of
the state and society. It can also be seen that the concepts of a healthy and fit body,
common sense, and pure morality are inseparable human values.

Linguist According to the example of Ch. Battulgy (2013. p. 10), to clarify, the
purpose of Japan's education constitution is to be aimed at developing a person with
"equal knowledge", "pure morals", "healthy body" and a perfect person. However, the
principles of our general education and other laws (2023) are directly enumerated as
in the previous law. The weakness of this inclusion is that researchers should note that
the values, principles, and declarations in the purpose of education are almost
encyclopedic, and they are concepts that contain very high aspirations and aspirations
in most parts of human life. For example, humanitarianism, morality, unity, justice,
democracy, human rights, growth, development, education, and maturity are possible
visions of the future with artificial meaning, and in this sense, they remain vague for
students... So, clear, rational, and practical ways to implement them should suggest a
path. Some kind of guidance and explanation is needed" (Fitoure, 1980, p.10). In other
words, all of the above principles should be measurable (what questions should be
answered) as defined by Japan.

If you imagine the meaning and content of the goal of the law on education that was
implemented from 2002 to July 2023 (a citizen who will lead and develop Mongolia
in the future): "A citizen with appropriate mental, moral, and physical capabilities..."
means moral, physical, the logical meaning of "average" for intelligence. The meaning
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of the word "proper" is in the dictionary of the Mongolian language (1). Morality, (2).
The meaning of things is harmony, and the meaning of "matching", "matching" and
"conforming" does not mean completeness and perfection. The meaning of things is
harmony, harmony, harmony, harmony does not mean complete and perfect. If we
summarize the above, it will be the "world's average Mongolian", and the results of
the study show that there are few people who have achieved this. This is a "person-
centered" approach to purpose.

We need to note that the reports issued by international organizations on education
are basic agreements and recommendations. Therefore, it is mentioned in the
theoretical part that the direct inclusion and declaration of international reports and
recommendations in the purpose of the law leaves out the national culture and values.
It is an egalitarian idea.

According to the law of dialectics, if there is development, there is movement.
Movement is change and a characteristic of existence (Khavkh, 2006, p. 32). In the
same way, the variability of common values and recommendations is the result of
constant changes in society in terms of culture, economy, and politics, and under the
influence of this result, the system of values is abnormally changed and distorted
(Kulem A.A. Gamage et al., 2021, p. 1 of 23). It was mentioned earlier that the
principles of "quality education", "equal opportunity", and "lifelong learning"” which
have been newly changed and defined in the goals of the education law of Mongolia
are recommendations made by UNESCO. Our country has also directly reflected this
change and reform in accordance with the times in its legal purpose (Table 4).

From the comparison above (Table 5), it appears that the 2002 Law on Elementary
and Secondary Education defines the same thing as educating a Mongolian person in
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elementary school, as a citizen in middle school, and in high school. In other words,
what should be considered in education is the cognitive and psychological
characteristics of children of different ages, and although the principles of didactic
methods are different, the result to be achieved is the formation and development of
Mongolian people. This is a person-centered approach to the educational system.
However, it is commendable that in the new law, Bat and Tsetsee will learn and grow
in accordance with the main purpose of education throughout their lives in elementary,
middle, and high school (Law on Elementary and Secondary Education, 2023). It is
considered that there is a need to link education and training with the values of not
including the provision of unity through national characteristics, culture and values,
which are the main factors for the development of the country.

According to the above comparison, while independent and lifelong learning,
morality, and citizen formation are emphasized, the content and meaning of the law
are similar in terms of knowledge development and career orientation. In terms of
consistency, the main direction is generally defined without error, but the purpose of
both laws lack the same basic values as other laws and the basic criteria of being
creative and aspirational. We talk a lot about the content and continuity of the
curriculum, but we rarely talk about the connection between educational purpose.

Conclusion

The purpose of the general education law of Mongolia is compared with the previous
law, as well as the values of Mongolians determined by research, and the frequency
and changes of values are seen. As a result of the research, it can be seen from this
research that the goals of these laws do not reflect the fundamental values relevant to
us, but the agreements, recommendations and principles issued by international
educational organizations are mentioned. Therefore, in this study, we considered the
goals of Mongolian education law to be significant by defining the values required to
develop and develop students as Mongolians. Because in this time of globalized
development, the future destiny of the country is that the citizens identify with their
national values and mentality, and it is an internal issue of the country's education
policy, and nations have been paying attention to it since time immemorial.
Although the values are variable (Sukhbold, et al., 2021, p. 32), the root values are
stable, and their study and rational determination should be the guide for the purpose,
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content, methodology, and evaluation of the National Education System. The purpose
of the education law cannot be a collection of abstract ideas, empty declarations, or
incomplete decisions of politicians who make decisions and approve the education
law alone. Rather, in order for the education system to be balanced, the purpose of the
general education law should be combined with the purpose of other sets of laws. In
this study, we found that the goals, ideals, and values of the current education laws
implemented in Mongolia have not found unity in their internal content. Therefore,
there is a need and requirement to proudly include the national culture and values in
the purpose of the law, to clarify who is a "Mongolian" and "Mongolian citizen" to
compete in the world, and then to develop them.
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
